We are at the commissioning phase of the new hot air system for the main auditorium. Following an initial snag, remedial 

works have been carried out this week, and the engineers now need to come back to re-test. This means that reinstatement of 

the meeting room has been pushed back, and we will confirm as soon as we can when this room can be used again. The next 

part of heating improvements to the building is the installation of destratification fans in the auditorium which will help with 

heating efficiently & comfort, as well as reducing our energy use and costs. This work will take place at the end of August.
